By the late 1850’s Mary established schools for Black Canadians, and she was a founding member of the 

Anti Slavery Society of Windsor.  She also operated a store selling women’s accessories and apparel in 

Windsor from 1865 until 1871.  Mary left Windsor in the 1870’s to go back to the United States. She 

later died in Brooklyn, New York in 1877.  

Mary has left a significant imprint on both Sandwich and all of Canada.  Her husband Henry is also 

honoured locally as one of the 16 Black Historical figures featured on a mural in Paterson Park further 

down the street.  So, next time you visit Mary E. Bibb Park or walk by the historical plaque located 

beside the sidewalk on Sandwich Street, take a moment to learn about and reflect on the legacy of Mary 

E. Bibb.
