Student Accident Insurance
The Greater Essex County District School Board does not cover accident insurance for students.

f Have limited plans, as it may help supplement health and dental benefits, or

f Have active children who enjoy sports and outdoor activities.

Benefits include cover
for:

I The full school year (September to September), 24 hours a day, while at home and school;

I Expenses that are often limited or not covered by private or group insurance plans, or Provincial

Health Insurance Plans, such as ambulance, private tutoring, counselling, and much more;

f Injury related dental treatment (paid in the 10 years after injury).
Depending on the plan selected, insurance premiums for children are $17.00 to $33.00. A discount is
available for families with 3 or more children.
